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participation in the annual pass program. In addition,
a decrease in seasonal residents was seen in FY 2002.
Primarily due to the active hurricane season, FY 2005
transactions decreased 4.3 percent from the previous
year, while revenues dropped by 3.6 percent. In FY
2007, transactions and revenue decreased by 1.5
percent and 0.6 percent, respectively, compared
to FY 2006 levels. This decrease in tfransactions and
revenue in FY 2007 is due to slower growth in tourism,
increased fuel prices and the economic downturn.
The average toll on the facility has been relatively
constant since FY 1997, showing minor changes in
the vehicle mix.
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
